A Study of Elijah/Elisha

Lesson #4 – Victories?
Introduction: I’ve heard it said, “I didn’t pray about that, because I thought it was too small to take to God.”  Let’s list as many reasons as we can as to why we humans might think that way.      

We’ll first do some individual work today, to handle two short segments from Elisha’s ministry.  Read your segment, answer the questions, and be prepared to report back to the rest of the group. 

The Text: Read 2 Kings 2:19-22
The Text: Read 2 Kings 6:1-7  (Note: metal was extremely expensive in those days.)
1. The problem is …

3. As we study the Word, we want to constantly ask, “What does this section teach me about my God and/or about His love for me?”  Decide on two truths.  
4. Describe how you would use this account to answer the person in our introduction.  (i.e. the person who didn’t pray about something, because it was too small.)  
5. What else would you like us to realize about this account?

Into the Text: 2 Kings 2:23-25
1. This account bothers us.  For what reasons?  
2. It’s vitally important that we understand an account like this.  Let’s discover at least three reasons why that’s so.  
3. In Proverbs 19:18 it says, “Discipline your son, for in that there is hope; do not be a willing party to his death.”  This account helps us to see the truth of that.  In what ways does this account help us in our parenting?  
Taking it Home: 

1. The title for today’s lesson is “Victories?”  For what reasons might we have chosen that as a title for today’s lesson?  
2. The reality is that God is ALWAYS winning victories!  They may seem small and insignificant, or they may not even look like victories.  Think through this past week.  Write down two “victories” which God accomplished in your life.  (Try to think of at least one which is “small” or “surprising.”)  
3. The devil loves to hinder us from seeing the victories which God is winning in our day-to-day lives.  How will today’s lesson help you to see those victories more clearly?  
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
