A Study of Elijah/Elisha

Lesson #6 – Victory Over The Enemies
Introduction: God often compares the life of the believer to a time of war.  In Ephesians 6, for example, we are told to put on the full armor of God.  Why so?  “For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this dark world and against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms.” (Eph 6:12 NIV)  Our souls are at stake!  Imagine that you were a soldier going into battle.  List three things that might encourage you as you went.
The Text: Read 2Kings 3
1. Find Israel, Judah, and Moab on the map.  Edom is south of Moab.  
2. As we meet Joram, God describes him as evil, tho’ not as evil as Ahab and Jezebel.  Are you surprised by the way Elisha addresses him?  

3. The end of v13 sounds good at first glance, but it seems as if Joram isn’t really seeing the spiritual battle which is being waged.  For what reasons might we say that?   
4. And yet God is amazingly gracious; He promises to solve their problem, to send water.  But put yourself into their shoes.  Edom is bone-dry desert; God’s told them to dig ditches which He’ll fill with water.  What reactions do you think they might have had when they heard that?  
5. For what reasons might God have moved Elisha to say, “This is an easy thing in the eyes of the LORD”?  
6. God is even more gracious.  Not only will He give them water, but He uses it to set the stage for winning the battle, as it lures the Moabites to attack (and probably, thereby, to become vulnerable).  At first we rejoice as we read this, but read Deuteronomy 20:19 to help us to understand this segment more completely.  What do we learn?
